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Dear Friends, 
 Our Gospel reading this weekend 
is Jesus’ Sermon on the Mount in which 
He explains the way to personal                
fulfillment, happiness, blessedness.  We 
all desire to be happy but not that               

passing, transitory happiness.  We long for that 
happiness which lasts and fulfills. 
 At Christmas time, we gave away Matthew 
Kelly’s newest book, Resisting Happiness.  To me, it 
seemed like a strange title but it is vintage Kelly.  
Through his keen insights into human nature and 
understanding of God’s grace, he leads us to con-
template practical and easy-to-do steps to becom-
ing all that God has created us to be.   
 At one point in the book, he talks about 
himself as being a “planner” perhaps an over-the-
top planner.  He notes that sometimes planning the 
future can cause us to avoid the present, which is 
where God meets us.  So being aware of the present 
helps us to find God in the ordinary elements and 
events of life.   

In fact, we can turn everything we do or the 
things around us into simple prayer.  For example, 
when it’s raining outside, we can take a moment 
and pray, “Father, I offer up to You every drop of 
rain that is falling on the earth.”  When folding the 
laundry, we can pray, “Father, I offer up every arti-
cle of clothing to You.”  And so forth.  In fact, we 
can offer these simple prayers up for specific inten-
tions, turning them into intercessory prayers.  The 
effect of this is to become more conscious of God 
being with us, of lifting up our hearts to Him, and 
of interceding for the many intentions that we all 
have.  Simple, ordinary, leading to blessedness. 
 Among the very many ministries and groups 
that help make our parish amazing are our AAltar 
Servers. These young people from grades 6 through 
12 serve our Masses, Sundays, Holy Days, Week-
days, and our other liturgical celebrations. Their 
contribution to the beauty and proper solemnity of 
our worship is remarkable and inspiring.  Their 
reverence at the Altar, their fulfillment of their du-
ties in a precise manner, their participation in the 
liturgy while serving gives testimony not only to 
their fine qualities but also to their faith. We are 
very proud of them and very grateful to them, to 
their parents who see that they get to Church to 
fulfill their assignments, and to Father Moriconi 
and Jennifer Ramkawsky and Colleen Todd, the 
mothers who work with him.  We are very blessed, 
indeed!
