Religious Education Program

Saint Eleanor Religious Education will be offered to families with children in
Levels 1 through Level 6. Parent and child will gather for a one-hour session four times
throughout the year, with P.R.E.P. staff in the months of September, November, January and
March. Parents would teach and complete the unit material at home with the child and submit all
material to the director on a scheduled basis.
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Note:

Families must be registered members in Saint Eleanor Parish.

Families must complete an online registration for each child along with the registration
fee.

Parents/guardians must attend Family Orientation and sign a “Family Commitment
Form?” that they will fulfill all expectations and requirements of program.
Faithfully attend Mass on Sundays and Holy Days of Obligation.

Faithfully receive Sacrament of Reconciliation at least twice a year.

Parent and child(ren) must attend all four (4) one-hour sessions ~ once a month in
September, November, January and March and successfully complete all Unit work
assigned and end-of-year assessment in March.

Parent would teach and complete the Unit material at home with child and submit all
material to the director on a scheduled basis.

Student validation to the next P.R.E.P. level will occur upon completion of all required
Unit material and devotional Parish Devotional Experiences.

Students with their families must participate in at least five (5) Sacramental or Parish
Devotional Experiences (list will be provided).

If in a Sacrament grade level, parent and child are required to attend all activities and

complete all Sacrament specific requirements.
